Voter Identification Ideas
It is very important to record names and contact information for all of your supporters so you can remind them to vote on Election Day and encourage their family and friends to become supporters as well.  

You may want to track their level of support for you as well (see below).  You should only communicate regularly with people who definitely support you, are likely to support you, or are undecided.  

I. Supporter cards for Diwaniya tent events, door to door, and phone banking
a. Create half page sign-up sheets to collect information of potential voters

b. Supporter cards should include:

i. Name

ii. Address

iii. Phone number

iv. Email address

v. Names of other voters in their household

vi. I will definitely vote for candidate X

vii. I will likely vote for candidate X

viii. I am undecided

ix. I will likely not vote for candidate X

x. I will definitely not vote for candidate X

xi. I want to help candidate X before the election
xii. I want to help candidate X on Election Day

At least try to get their name and a mobile number or email address!

c. Then enter information into database and follow-up

II. Facebook

a. Create a supporter group for candidate.  This can be an organizational group, a Fan page, or both.
b. Ask family members, friends, and supporters on Facebook to join supporter group and invite their friends to join supporter group.
i. See what other groups some of your supporters belong to and “friend” those people and ask them to join your supporter group.  
ii. Think about the types of voters who are likely to support you and look for groups with those interests.  
iii. You can also look at the Facebook groups for other candidates and “friend” their supporters.  Try to have a neighbor or someone with a common interest send them a personal message asking for their support.
c. You should message Facebook supporters once or twice per week, and then once a day or every other day starting a week out from the election.  
i. Keep them updated about the campaign, events they can attend in person, and other news.  
ii. Ask supporters to post news to their profiles.
d. Include Facebook link on all campaign materials and in verbal communications.  
e. Also prominently display your Facebook group on your campaign website.

f. Be sure to update the Facebook site regularly with news from the campaign.  This can include YouTube videos of events, links to newspaper articles, new platform statements, and endorsements.

g. Create Facebook events to encourage supporters to attend campaign events in person.

III. Door to Door

a. The candidate and supporters can go from house to house in neighborhoods in your constituency.  Try to have someone from the neighborhood talk to their neighbors and accompany the candidate.
b. Talk to as many voters in the household as possible about who you are, why you are running, and the issues that matter to you.

c. Ask them to fill out supporter cards for follow-up in the future.

d. Leave a piece of campaign literature behind for their review.

IV. Phone Banking

a. Using acquired phone lists, call voters in your constituency.

b. Talk to them about who you are, why you are running, and the issues that matter to you.

c. Ask them the information requested on the supporter cards for follow-up in the future.

d. Ask if other voters live in the household.

e. For voters with a supporter card already, confirm their support and ask for their help before the election and on Election Day.
