	Review the term frescoes and preview the lesson topic 
	T – Ss

	Warm up/Pre-listening
· Tell students to think back to the reading lesson about the Algerian Sahara. Ask them what they remember about people and life in the pre-historic Sahara. Elicit responses from several students. 
· If students do not mention frescoes, elicit the term by asking, What did the cave people paint on the walls and ceilings of their caves? 
· Ask students to guess some of the things the people painted (animals, hunters, etc.) 
· Explain/Elicit that the frescoes give us information about the way people lived many years ago. 
· Tell students they are going to listen to a tour guide talking about the frescoes. 

	10 min.
	Present core vocabulary from the listening text

	Vocabulary (Pre-listening)
· Hand out a copy of the listening handout to each student.
· Call on a student to read the instructions for exercise 1 aloud. Read the names of the objects aloud, and have students repeat them. Call on students to read the uses aloud.

· Put students into pairs. Elicit the answer for the first item. Hold up worksheet, model drawing a line to match the first picture to the name and the use.

· Have students complete the exercise in pairs. Monitor and help as needed.
· Have students tell you their answers in complete sentences: 

People used to use a spear to hunt animals.
· Tell students they will have a chance to check their answers when they listen to the tour guide’s explanation.

	5 min.
	Have students listen for key words to confirm details

	Listening (1)
· Read the script/play the audio, and have students listen and check their answers to exercise 1. 
· Confirm answers with the class. 

	15  min.
	Provide students with an opportunity to listen to the passage again and complete a structured task
	
	Listening (2)

· Have students look at exercise 2 on the listening worksheet. Read the instructions.
· Have students listen to the script again and draw the cave according to the tour guide’s description. 

· Give students time to complete their drawings. Repeat the script if necessary. 

· Have students compare their drawings in pairs. Then have them take turns role-playing the tour guide and describing the cave.

	15 min
	To consolidate students’ learning and understanding of the content

To review the uses of used to vs. the simple past

T-Ss
	Post-listening (1)
· Have students look at exercise 3 on the listening worksheet. Call on a student to read the instructions aloud.
· Explain what students should write in the Venn diagram: 
left = information about what life was life 5,000 years ago

right = information about what life is like now

center = similarities between life 5,000 years ago and life now
· Draw the Venn diagram on the board. Elicit an example for each category and write it on the board.
· Have students work in pairs to complete their diagrams. Monitor and help as needed.
· Combine pairs to form groups of four, and have students compare their diagrams. 
· When students finish, ask for volunteers to come up to the board and fill in the diagram.
· Elicit sentences based on the diagram. Give some prompts on the board if necessary.
5,000 years ago, people ..., but now they ...

In the past people . . ., and they still . . . today.
· Remind students of the contrast between when to use used to (first example above: when the information is not true anymore), and when to use the simple past/present (second example above: when the information is still true).
