	Activate students’ interest; introduce the theme of comparing the past to the present

	Warm up
· Ask students to think about some things they did/liked when they were children (5 or 6 years old). Ask, What did you like to do?, Who were your best friends? Where did you spend time?, What did you do at school? Elicit several sentences from the class and write them on the board, for example: 
I liked to read comic books.

My best friend was Sara. 
I went to the park every day.
· Elicit some things students do or like now, and write 


them on the board.
I play on a soccer team. 

I study English at school. 

I listen to rock music. 
· Tell students that in this lesson they are going to talk about how things have changed, and compare life in the past and the present.

· Have students look at the photos on page 91 in their 
textbooks (from 1930 and 2000). 
· Give them a few minutes in pairs to talk about the 
differences between the photos. Write prompts on the 
board if needed:
In this picture, the people are . . . 



 the buildings are . . . 



 there are . . . 

Walk around and listen to students’ ideas. 

· Hand out a copy of the grammar worksheet to each 
student. Have students complete the worksheet in pairs 
or small groups.
· Go over the worksheet with the class. 
· Check understanding: Call on students to make their own 
used to /didn’t use to sentences comparing the photos 
or other aspects of the past and present. 

	10 min.
	Present the target grammar in a conversational context

	Listening 
· Tell students they are going to hear a radio interview with comedian Whoopi Goldberg.  In the interview she’s talking about the past, before she became famous.
· Write the following questions on the board:
What did Whoopi Goldberg use to do for a living?

Where did she use to work?

What does she say about her job?

· Read the audio script once or twice, and then have students write their answers to the questions. Remind them to use used to and didn’t use to.

· Have students compare their sentences in pairs. Then ask for volunteers to write their sentences on the board. Make corrections as needed.

· Read the script once more and have students listen for the pronunciation of used to . Elicit the correct pronunciation (s = /s/, and d = /t/).
· Have students practice reading the sentences on the board aloud with the correct pronunciation. Walk around the class and help students as needed.
