PRE Listening
Goals
· Prepare students for listening/reading by contextualizing and/or personalizing to both make it more accessible and more realistic/real world as it is less common to find oneself listening to something totally out of context Involve students in specific topic
· Activate prior knowledge
· Provide purpose for listening
Activity Types
· Discussion of what they see in the visual or the task
· Prediction question to discuss what they could expect to hear
· Question(s) to activate prior/background/own knowledge of topic
· Introduce or elicit general topic through key vocabulary introduction/activation

categorizing

adding own known related vocabulary
discussing own relationship w/ vocab. items
finding items in a visual

Goals
To comprehend the text through multiple listenings: from general to specific information in order to
· T complete a task
· To get new information
· To learn something about themselves
To further develop language skills (esp. grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation)

General to Specific Task Examples for the During Stage
	
	First Task: GIST
A very broad and general understanding is demonstrated. There are multiple bits of information available in the text that contribute to comprehension needed to complete the task.
	Second Task:  Some detail
A little more detailed with more than one bit of information available in the text that contribute to the comprehension needed to complete the task.
	Third Task: Some specifics
The task requires comprehension of specific detail that most likely has only one bit of information in the text that contributes to the completion of the task.
