Calculating Vote Goals
1. What are the number of registered voters in your constituency?

2.  What percentage of the registered voters do you think will vote on Election Day?

Turnout in 2008 was approximately 70%
3. What is the number of people you think will vote on Election Day, 2009 (multiply your answer from #1 x your answer from #2)?

4. How many candidates will receive at least 1,000 votes?

5. Multiply your answer from #3 x 4 (the number of candidates one person can vote for) then divide by your answer to #4.  

6. Now add 1,000.  This is your vote goal, the number of people who need to vote for you to win.

For example, using the numbers from 2008 in constituency 1:

66,641 x .60 = 39,984 x 4 = 159,938 / 27 = 5923 + 1,000 = 6923
