Course Description:

 ESOL Instructional Strategies is a methods course that will acquaint students with strategies for teaching English language learners and provide opportunities for practicing a variety of ESL instructional methods. This course examines approaches to second language development and assessment for children congruent with recent research in second language acquisition in children.

Course Objectives:

· Participants will define the basic research based on principles of sheltered instruction (SDAIE--Specially Designed Academic Instruction in English and SIOP- Sheltered instruction observation protocol) methods and describe their implementation in K-12 classroom contexts.

· Participants will present instructional strategies specific to State and District content and language objectives, the Utah core curricula, and TESOL standards.

· Participants will maintain a reading and instructional strategies journal where they will respond to the text material, questions, research, demonstrations, and discussions.

· Participants will generate and share graphic organizers that illustrate their understanding and application of the chapter readings or supplemental reading.

Course Goals:
Upon completion of this course, you should be able to:

· Apply knowledge of phonology, morphology, syntax, semantics, and pragmatics to assist ELL students to develop social and academic skills in English

· Provide comprehensible input and scaffolding opportunities for meaningful interaction

· Apply current theories and research about language development to assist ELL students

· Understand the importance of ELL students’ home language and culture and build on those skills as a foundation for learning English

· Provide appropriate feedback to ELL students

· Plan and implement standard-based ESL content instruction in the areas of reading, writing, speaking, listening, visually representing, and viewing.

Presentation of a teaching strategy: 30 minutes

Choose one strategy from the book by Adrienne L. Herrell and develop an example to share with the class for 30 minutes. Remember active participation of the class is desirable. Then discuss the general steps in preparing the strategy, why you believe this strategy would be of benefit to ELL. Provide an outline of the strategy and ways to apply it in a content area for each class member.

Requirements for the lesson plan:

 Using the SDAIE or SIOP lesson plan format, create one lesson plan using one strategy (different from the one presented to the class). Students must provide a copy of the lesson plan for the teacher and one for the file on campus to be used as an example for prospective teachers.

You will prepare a graphic organizer for each student in the class. You will lead the open discussion of the chapter. At the end of course you will join with one other experts and prepare Venn diagram of your two chapters.
